Meeting Minutes
Thursday November 01, 2007
A meeting was held on Thursday November 01, 2007 at The Gin Restaurant in Elkmont.  
Old Business:
October’s ride was at the Wildlife Refuge on 13 Oct.  Everyone had a great time.  
There was some more discussion about having a float in the Athens Christmas Parade.   The date of the parade is Dec 6 and we need to be lined up at the high school by 4 pm.  It was decided that we would have a float where we can all ride with the exception of three horses preceding the float with members carrying flags for our color guard.  Chris and Bianca took the lead for the float.  Odis to talk to Mike Blakley about having the three horses before our float.  Michele to find out information about deadlines, cost, etc of the parade.  
On Saturday, 8 Dec, the club would like to ride in the Elkmont Parade.  This would be our ride for December.   Will talk about specifics at our next meeting.
We also discussed the Minor Hill Parade on the 1st Sunday after Thanksgiving, however, we would need to be lined up by 1 pm on Sunday and several felt there was too much conflict with trying to get there from church.  If interested in going this is always a good parade.  There will be refreshments in the community room and they always hold some back for the parade participants.  The theme for this parade is “A Tennessee Christmas.”  

New Business:

November’s ride will be Saturday 10, Nov 2007 at the Berzett Farm.  We will start at 11:00.  Plan on about a 3 hour ride.  Bring saddle bag snacks or sandwiches and a drink to eat on the trail or after the ride.  This is a family easy ride with some slight rolling hills.  Dalton Scott will be the Lead for this ride.


Directions:  From Athens take 72 West to 7 Mile Post Road, turn right.  Go until you get to New Cut Road, turn left.  Go until you get to Baker Hill Road, turn right.  Go to the dead end and turn left on Elk River Mills Road.  Follow this until you cross the river and come to a Y in the road.  Take the right at the Y on Cairo Hollow Rd.  Go 3 ¼ miles and turn left on upper snake road.  Go 3.5 miles and farm will be on your right (P&L Farm sign).  Watch for blue and white Cowboys for Christ flags.

Ride Difficulty:  Easy/Moderate

There was new discussion about doing a quarterly play day for our group members only.  The last one was easy to set up with little work involved and everyone had a great time.  Will try to do one in January.

There was new discussion about our 2nd Annual Family Day.  We would like to try to do this one in April before the Sheriff’s May rodeo time frame.  Will discuss further at the beginning of 2008.

There was discussion brought up about getting some bumper stickers, car tags, etc with our logo, “Cowboy’n for the Son” on them.  That way we can put a phone number or web site for potential members to contact.  There were several people who were going to check around and get back to us at the next meeting with prices.  Also this developed into having our logo on clothing (i.e. shirts, sweatshirts, jackets, etc).  This would be very nice.  This also will be checked on for prices (since there is probably an initial set up fee for the logo) and discussed at our next meeting.
